Ekonomska in socialna geografija

Predmet predstavi temelje socialne geografije oziroma evropske (nemske) socialnogeografske
Sole. Student bo spoznal temeljne dejavnike preoblikovanja prostorske podobe skozi prizmo 7
temeljnih dejavnikov Clovekovega zitja: bivanje, delo, izobrazevanje, oskrbovanije,
komuniciranje, kulturno in politi¢no udejstvovanje ter turisticno in rekreativno delovanje. Tudi
ekonomskogeografska misel oziroma teorija spremlja vecino predmetnih sklopov. Izhodisce
razprave je v dejstvu, da socialne skupine v sodobni konstelaciji druzb opredeljujejo nacin,
intenzivnost in obseg (iz)rabe naravnih ter druzbenih virov oziroma trgovanja in potrosnje.
Industrializacija je v sozvoCju z globalizacijo povzrocila premik tezis¢ proizvodnje.
Spremljevalki preobrazbe iz klasicne agrarne v industrijsko in postindustrijsko druzbo sta v
prostorskem smislu, poleg omenjenega, tudi deagrarizacija in urbanizacija. Migracije in
depopulacija sta znacilnosti tega procesa.

Economic and Social Geography

The course introduces the basics of social geography, as understood by the European (German)
school of sociogeography. The students will learn about basic factors of the reorganisation of
spatial images through the prism of 7 fundamental factors of the human existence: residing,
working, learning, supplying, communicating, cultural and political engagement, and touristic
and recreational activity. The economic-geographical thought also accompanies most of course
clusters. The starting-point of the discussion lies in the fact, that social groups in the modern
constellation of societies define the mode, intensity and range of the (ab)use of natural and
social sources, or trade and consumption. Industrialisation, in concord with globalisation,
causes a shift in the priorities of production. From a spatial point of view, in addition to the
ones mentioned before, the companions of the transformation from the classical agrarian into
the industrial and postindustrial society are also deagrarisation and urbanisation. Migrations
and depopulation are typical for the named processes.
